1% Grade
e Understand the difference between the Old and New Testaments and understand the
different parts of a Bible reference: book, chapter and verse.
e Learn the books of the New Testament.
¢ Know — God is special, no one and nothing can be compared to God.

2" Grade
e Can locate a scripture passage by its reference and using the table of contents.
e Learn the books of the Old Testament.
e Know — The Bible helps me understand how God wants me to live.

3" Grade
e Be able to locate all the books of the New Testament and identify the five divisions into
which they are categorized.
e Be able to identify some books of the New Testament by the information they contain
and the writers. (Matthew, Mark, Luke, John, Acts, Romans, Galatians, Ephesians, 1 & 2
Peter, 1, 2 & 3 John)
e Know — Jesus is the only Son of God, and He was sent to be the Savior of all people.

4" Grade

e Be able to locate all the books of the Old Testament and identify the ten divisions into
which they are categorized.

e Be able to identify some books of the Old Testament by the information they contain and
the writers (Genesis, Exodus, Ruth, 1 & 2 Samuel, Psalms, Proverbs, Isaiah, Daniel,
Jonah).

e Know — The church is a group of Christians who meet together to: pray, worship God,
learn from the Bible, tell others about Jesus, help others and encourage one another.

5" Grade

¢ Know all the books of the Bible and be able to identify all the authors of the New
Testament and which book(s) they wrote as well as some of the authors of the Old
Testament and which book(s) they wrote (Moses, Samuel, David, Solomon)

e Be able to use Bible reference tools for Bible study including a Bible dictionary and
internet websites.

e Know —Jesus’ crucifixion, burial and resurrection were a necessary part of God’s plan
for the forgiveness of sin.

6" Grade

e Know the ABCs of Becoming a Christian and supporting Bible Verses
Know the following key passages and their references:
The Fruit of the Spirit (Galatians 5:22-23), 10 Commandments (Exodus 20)
The Model Prayer (Matthew 6), The Shepherd’s Song (Psalm 23)
The Armor of God (Ephesians 6), The Love Chapter (1 Corinthians 13)
Know — God wants people to join Him in what he is doing in the world.
